4. © CONDUCT, SAFETY & ZERO TOLERANCE

4.1 Referee Abuse Policy

Applies to ALL participants:

First offense — Warning / Yellow to coach

Second offense — Red card + possible game suspension
Severe misconduct — Removal from facility

Physical threats — Immediate expulsion

4.2 Facility Rules

No alcohol, smoking, or vaping
Maintain clean sidelines
Respect facilities and staff

/\ Violations = 1-point deduction

4.3 Player Safety

Hydration breaks at 85°F+
Concussions = immediate removal
Mercy rule: 8+ goal difference may shorten game



4.4 Security
